[bookmark: wa_1e4a1531d]Whereas, the Venus flytrap is one of the most internationally recognized carnivorous plants, characterized by leaves with hinged lobes that spring shut when stimulated by insects and is dependent on a fire‑maintained landscape; and 

[bookmark: wa_8e39a1dd7]Whereas, the Venus flytrap is federally designated as an At‑Risk Species and the State of South Carolina is just one of two places in the world where the Venus flytrap is native; and
