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A bill

The provisions of this chapter do not apply to a grand jury, or special grand jury, in a foreign jurisdiction that does not have the same powers and duties as provided in this State pursuant to Article 15, Chapter 7, Title 14 for grand juries including, but not limited to, secrecy of grand jury proceedings and the grand jury’s power to indict.
