TO RECOGNIZE AND HONOR captain joseph Kenneth “JOe” jones.

[bookmark: wa_e289df5a5]Whereas, the members of the South Carolina Senate are pleased to recognize Captain Joe Jones for his service to the people and the State of South Carolina; and

[bookmark: wa_69dc40d64]Whereas, Captain Jones was born on June 12, 1923, during the first quarter of the twentieth century. He has witnessed and participated in many remarkable social changes and advancements; and

[bookmark: wa_9313e5c1b]Whereas, a veteran of the United States Army, Captain Jones interrupted his college career to serve during World War II. He served from 1942 to 1946 and was awarded combat ribbons for serving in the Rhineland and Central Europe; and

[bookmark: wa_7a242236b]Whereas, Captain Jones returned home after his service and graduated from Clemson University in 1947. He began his career with the Clemson University Cooperative Extension Service, working as an assistant county agent in Greenville County; and

He retired in 1978 after three decades with the Clemson University Cooperative Extension Service; and
