This is in response to a request by Lisa Nichols on your behalf that we review our projection of
revenues per pupil from state, federal and local sources excluding bonds for FY 2010-11. On November 18,
2009 we projected the average per pupil funding for FY 2010-11 to be $4,962 state, $1,633 federal, and

the change in projected state funding, we are revising down our estimate of total revenues per pupil from
$11,849 to $11,372 excluding bonds from local sources. For each school district, we have revised the
anticipated pupil count distribution based upon the FY 2009-10 45-day student count and have also adjusted
the projected revenues based upon the anticipated overall difference from historical growth.
