The ARR has multiple requests for new information at a very detailed
level that had not previously been reported and which require
additional staff time, research, and programming. The first agency
strategic plan under this administration was completed in September;
however, because our agency universal review date is 12/2, detailed
work plans are still being written, reviewed, revised, and aligned with
those of others in the process chains. Ultimately those will become
success criteria in the annual employee performance management
system. These quarterly, detailed workplans are in progress and a new
requirement for most agency staff. In addition, the changes in
academic standards and assessments have impacted the agency's
ability to provide performance measures, baseline data, and
achievable targets. The new request for budgeting to the objective
level is also problematic in that budgets were not loaded in that
fashion. Although we have listed 35 state reports, the agency has a

This information must contain 135-day average daily membership (ADM) for each school district and per pupil state, federal and local revenues, excluding revenues
bond issues, based on the most recent audited financial statement as reported annually pursuant to Section 59-17-100.

4 1.4 State The SDE shall develop formulas to determine the state and required local funding as stipulated in the South Carolina Education Finance Act of 1977. Formulas must be approved by SBE and state fisc
accountability authority.

5 1.5 State School Districts - (Public School Employee Benefits) The General Assembly intends that the appropriation contained herein for "Public School Employee Benefits" shall not be utilized to provide employer contributions for any portion of a school district employee's salary that is federall
State funds allocated for school district employer contributions must be allocated by the formula and must be used first by each district to cover the cost of fringe benefits for personnel required by the Defined Program, food service personnel, and other personnel required by law.

9 1.9 State School Districts -(Authority to Reimburse) Students housed in local detention centers are to be included in the ADM count of students for that district and reimbursement by the SDE.

10 1.10 State (Authorization) SDE is authorized to collect, expend, and carry forward revenues to offset the cost of providing services. SDE is authorized to collect revenue for deposit into the General Fund for testing material purchases and test rescoring fees. SDE is authorized to expend revenue collecte
and damaged instructional materials and the sale of unusable instructional materials for the purpose of contracting for the purchase and maintenance of a statewide textbook inventory management system, provided that schools' newly-adopted instructional materials needs are met first.

11 1.11 State School Districts - (Authorization) Each school district in this State, upon approval of the district's governing body, may maintain its own bank account for the purpose of making disbursement of school district funds as necessary to conduct school district business and each county tre;
hereby authorized to transfer such amount is needed.

12 1.12 State School Districts -(Appropriation) The amount appropriated for School Lunch Program Aid shall be divided among the District and/or County Boards based upon the number of schools participating in the School Lunch Program during the prior school year.

13 1.13 State School Districts (Restrictions for Funding Travel Expenses) School district allocations from General Funds, Lottery, and EIA funds shall not be used for travel outside of the continental United States. The International Baccalaureate Program shall be exempt from this restriction.

14 1.14 State (Authorization to Expend Funds) SDE is authorized to expend federal and earmarked funds in the current FY for expenditures incurred in the prior year. SDE is authorized to use appropriated funds to pay for textbooks shipped in the 4th quarter of the prior FY.

15 1.15 State (Deliverv/Purchase of Fuel) SDE's School Bus Maintenance Shops shall be permitted, on a cost reimbursable-plus basis, to deliver transportation maintenance and services to vehicles owned or operated by public agencies in South Carolina.

16 1.16 State School Districts -(Maintain Insurance) SDE shall maintain comprehensive and collision insurance or self-insure state-owned buses. In no event, shall the department charge local school districts for damages to the buses which are commonly covered by insurance.

17 1.17 State CHE -(Share Data) Of the non-program funds appropriated to the SDE, it and the Commission on Higher Education shall share data about the teaching profession in SC.

18 1.18 State Multi-District Area Vocational Schools -(Allocation) SDE shall allocate $500,000 on a K-12 per pupil basis.

19 1.19 State School District - (Criminal Record Checks) - From funds provided in Part 1A, Section 1, X.B., local school districts shall request a criminal record history from the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division for past conviction of any crime before the initial employment of a school bus driver or ¢
bus aide.

20 1.20 State Committee Chairs (House Ways and Means, Senate Finance) - (Report) Bus procurement must meet the standards set by the School Bus Specifications Committee, however the department may use the specifications of another state when it is more economical and safe. Must report meth
for choosing specifications to the Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee and the Chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee.

21 1.21 State School Districts -(Carry Forward Authorization) All funds (in programs X.B. and X.C.) appropriated for bus fuel, parts/supplies, maintenance, and bus purchases may be carried forward from the prior FY and expended in the current FY to support bus transportation services.

22 1.22 State Mitford area of Fairfield County to schools in the Great Falls area of Chester County -(Responsibility of Costs) Transportation costs shall continue to be the responsibility of the SDE.

23 1.23 State John de la Howe -(Appropriation) to expand residential programs to include court ordered status offenders. FY 15-16 = $346,473

24 1.24 State GSAH and GSSM - (Leave Policy) - Authorizing GSAH and GSSM to promulgate administrative policy governing annual and sick leave relative to faculty and staff with the approval of their respective boards. This policy shall address their respective school calendars in order to comply
instructional needs of students attending both special schools.

25 1.25 State School Districts - (Use of Funds for School Facilities Management System) School districts may use capital improvement bond funds, lapsed funds, or any other unexpended appropriated funds or revenues to access the DOE's School Facilities Management System database.

26 1.26 State School Districts - (School Board Meeting Information on Website) Of the funds appropriated through the Department of Education for technology related expenses, school districts that have a web site shall place a notice of a regularly scheduled school board meeting twenty-four hot
advance of such meeting. The notice shall include the date, time, and agenda for the board meeting. The school district shall place the minutes of the board meeting on their web site within ten days of the next scheduled board meeting.

27 1.27 State School Districts -(Reduce Allocation) In the event an official General Fund revenue shortfall is declared by the BEA, the SDE may reduce any allocation in Section 1 specifically designated by proviso in accordance with the lower BEAs revenue estimate as directed by the Office of State Budge
the additional EFA allocation to the South Carolina Public Charter School District (SCPCSD).

28 1.28 State Committee Chairs (House Ways and Means, Senate Finance, Senate Education, House Education and Public Works) - (Certification/Electronic Copy). All school districts and special schools of this State may transfer and expend funds among appropriated State general funds, revenues,
funds, lottery funds, to ensure the delivery of academic and arts instruction to students. Districts may not flex funds to support state MOE for IDEA, EEDA funds and Career and Technology Education Funds.

29 1.29 State School Districts -(Authorization to Pay/Reimburse) From funds in Part IA, Section 1, X.B. Other Operating Expenses, the SDE may directly pay, or reimburse employees, for the cost of a medical examination as required in Part 391, Subpart E of the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations, f
employees that are required to operate a state vehicle transporting hazardous materials and that are required to undergo a national security background check because of the required Hazmat endorsement to their CDL.

30 1.30 State School Districts - (Priority in Reductions in Funding) In compensating for any reduction in funding, local districts must give priority to preserving classroom teachers and operations. Funding reductions should first be applied to administrative and non-classroom expenses before classr
expenses are affected.

31 1.31 State GSAH -(Carry Forward) Any unexpended balance on June 30th of the prior FY of funds appropriated to or generated by the GSAH may be carried forward and expended in the current FY pursuant to the discretion of the Board of Trustees of the School.

32 1.32 State GSAH and GSSM - (Authority and Purpose of Student Fees) GSAH and GSSM are authorized to charge, collect, expend, and carry forward student fees as approved by their respective Board of Directors. The purpose and amount of any such fees will be to maintain program quality in bot
academics and residential support. Both schools will conspicuously publish a fee schedule on their respective websites.

33 1.33 State Committee Chairs (Senate Finance, House Ways and Means) -(Certification and Report) SDE provides certification that the school district used all fund flexibility provided by the General Assembly and that the furlough is necessary to avoid a year-end deficit and a reduction in force. The ce
must include a detailed report of the specific action taken by the district to avoid a year-end deficit.

34 1.34 State Counties - (Transfer Requirement) For those counties in which an entity other than the school district administers the school lunch supervisor and/or attendance supervisor programs, the school districts in that county shall transfer to the entity the amount available in the previous fiscal year for
administration of the school lunch supervisor and/or attendance supervisor programs.

37 1.38 State DHHS -(Transfer Authorization) SDE is granted authority to transfer funds between budget lines and object codes to identify, reconcile, reimburse, and remit funds required for Medicaid cash match to the DHHS.

38 1.39 State School DiStI‘iCtS-(Reguired Information) For each high school student, school districts shall be required to print the student's individual cumulative grade point average for grades nine through twelve on the student's report card.

39 1.40 State School Districts -(Fees/Withhold Funds) for lost and damaged textbooks for the prior school year are due no later than December 1st of the current school year when invoiced by the SDE. The SDE may withhold textbook funding from schools that have not paid their fees by the payment dec

40 1.41 State School Districts -(Transfer/Carry Forward) All unexpended general funds appropriated to the SDE for EFA in the current FY shall be transferred to the Education Finance Act Reserve Fund.

41 1.42 State School Districts -(Prohibited) The SDE and local school districts are prohibited from selling space for or the placement of advertisements on the outside or inside of state-owned school buses.

42 1.43 State School Districts -(Facilitate Resolution/Withhold Funds) Each South Carolina resident of lawful school age residing in licensed residential treatment facilities (RTFs) for children and adolescents as defined under Section 44-7-130 of the 1976 Code, (“students”) shall be entitled to receive educ
services from the school district in which the RTF is located (“facility school district”).

53 1.55 State School Districts- (Compliant Curriculum)-Each school district is required to ensure that all comprehensive health education, reproductive health education, and family life education conducted within the district, whether by school district employees or a private entity, must utilize curriculum tha
complies with the provisions contained in Chapter 32, Title 59.

54 1.56 State School Districts -(Purchase/Lease) The SDE is permitted to purchase or lease school buses in order to continue replacement of the state's school bus fleet.

55 1.57 State Felton Lab -( Appropriation) The Felton-Laboratory School at SC State University shall receive each year, 70% of the funds it would have received for that year under the EFA and under aid to school districts-fringe benefits.

56 1.58 State Lee County School District -(Allocation) From the funds appropriated in program XB, Bus Shops, in the current FY, the SDE must fund the Lee County School District Bus Shop and the Kershaw County School District Bus Shop at the same level as they were funded in the previous FY.

57 1.59 State School Districts - (Continuance of Open Enroliment Policy) For the current fiscal year, any school district with an open enrollment policy for all schools or certain schools which had previously accepted certain students residing outside of the district to an academic magnet school in the district
continue to accept these students and their siblings for enrollment at the academic magnet school under the same terms and conditions these students were previously permitted to attend the school.

58 1.60 State School Districts - (Safeg Precautions) For the current fiscal year, districts must utilize funding flexibility provided herein to ensure that district approved safety precautions are in place at every school.

59 1.61 State School Districts -(Agreement) A school district wishing to include school bus maintenance in a contract with a private vendor may enter into an agreement with the SDE whereby the SDE releases the school district to include school bus maintenance in the private vendor contract.

60 1.63 State School Districts -(Revenue) School districts may sell commercial advertising space on the outside of inside of district owned activity buses. Revenue generated from the sale of commercial advertising space shall be retained by the school district.

66 1.74 State School Districts - (Allocation; Establish Guidelines, Report) Funds appropriated for Reading Coaches must be allocated to school districts by the SDE as follows: (1) for each elementary school in which 20% or more of the students scored Not Met on the reading and research test in the mo:

If any section or part of the South Carolina School Code is found to be ambiguous or otherwise subject to more than one interpretation, such section or part shall be liberally construed
extent that the general purpose of the entire Code and of public education may be advanced.

232 SECTION 59-1-40 State Scope of State system of public education. The State system of public education shall consist of such school systems, schools, institutions, agencies, services, and types of instruction as may be provid
and authorized by law, or by rules and regulations of the State Board of Education within limits prescribed by law.

233 SECTION 59-1-110 State “Private school” defined. “Private school” means a school established by an agency other than the State or its subdivisions which is primarily supported by other than public funds, and the operation
whose program rests with other than publicly elected or appointed officials.

House Ways and Means Committee, one appointed by the Chairman of the House Education and Public Works Committee, and one appointed by the Chairman of the Senate Education Committee.

(B) Committee members shall serve three year terms except that of those initially appointed, four shall serve initial terms of one year, four shall serve initial terms of two years, and four shall serve i
terms of three years, these initial terms to be determined by lot at the first meeting of the committee. A member of the committee may not serve on the Education Improvement Act Education Oversi;
Committee, the Business Education Partnership for Excellence in Education, or the Business Education Subcommittee while serving on the committee created under this section. A committee membe
shall attend at least eighty percent of the meetings of the committee in each fiscal year or be replaced. A vacancy must be filled in the manner of original appointment.

Data use and governance policy. (A) The provisions of this section must be known and may be cited as the “South Carolina Department of Education Data Use and Governance Policy”.

(B) The policy of the State Department of Education with respect to use and governance of student data is to ensure that all data collected, managed, stored, transmitted, used, reported, and destroye
the department is done so in a way to preserve and protect individual and collective privacy rights and ensure confidentiality and security of collected data. In developing this policy, the State strives

(1) maintain compliance with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), 20 U.S.C. Section 1232g, at a minimum; and

(2) be mindful that the appropriate use of data is essential to accelerating student learning, program and financial effectiveness and efficiency, and policy development.

(C) The State Department of Education shall not collect individual student data directly from students or families, except as required to meet its obligations under the Individuals with Disabilities
Education Act. Each student is assigned a unique student identifier upon enrollment into the student management system to ensure compliance with the privacy rights of the student and his parents
guardians. No personally identifiable individual student data may be shared in federally required reporting.

(D) All data elements collected and transferred from the South Carolina State Department of Education to the United States Department of Education must be based on the reporting requirements
contained in EDFacts as provided by the United States Department of Education, or other federal laws and regulations, and only may include aggregated data with no personally identifiable data.

(E) Data collected by the State Department of Education must be maintained within a secure infrastructure environment. Access to this data must be limited to preidentified staff who are granted
clearance related to their job responsibilities of federal reporting, state financial management, program assessment, and policy development. Training in data security and student privacy laws must
provided to these specific individuals on a regular basis in order to maintain their data use clearance along with a signed Data Use Policy assurance of confidentiality and privacy.

(F) The State Department of Education shall maintain a managed external data request procedure managed through a Data Governance Committee. Each external data request is measured against a
predetermined set of qualifiers that includes, but must not be limited to, applicability to the goals of the State Board of Education, data availability, report format ability, cost of report development, a
adherence to FERPA requirements.

(G) Each school district in this State shall adopt, maintain, and comply with a locally adopted student records governance and use policy. These policies and their implementation shall be monitored

(4) Establish on or before July 1, 1985, regulations prescribing a uniform system of enforcement by the various school districts of the state compulsory attendance laws and regulations promulgatec
pursuant to Section 59 65 90.

(5) Promulgate regulations to ensure that all secondary schools, with the exception of career and technology schools and secondary schools whose enrollment is entirely handicapped, offer a clearly
defined college preparatory program as specified by the State Board of Education.

(6) Promulgate regulations to ensure that each school district in its secondary school or career and technology center shall establish clearly defined career and technology programs designed to pros
meaningful employment.

(7) By January 1, 1986, establish criteria for promotion of students to the next higher grade.

In grades 1, 2, 3, 6, and 8, a student’s performance on the Basic Skills Test of reading shall constitute twenty five percent of the assessment of his achievement in reading and his performance on the
Skills Test of mathematics shall constitute twenty five percent of the assessment of his achievement in mathematics. The State Board of Education shall specify other measures of student performanc
each of these subjects which shall constitute the remaining seventy five percent of the student’s assessment.

Any student who fails to meet the criteria established by the Board for promotion to the next higher grade must be retained in his current grade or assigned to a remedial program in the summer or
next year. Students assigned to the remedial program must meet the minimum criteria established by the Board for his current grade at the conclusion of the remedial program to be promoted to the
higher grade. All handicapped students as defined by federal and state statutes and regulations are subject to the provisions of this section unless the student’s individual education plan (IEP) as reqt
by Public Law 94 142 defines alternative goals and promotion standards.

Nothing in this subitem shall prohibit the governing bodies of the school districts of this State from establishing higher standards for the promotion of students.
