1. CALL TO ORDER
The Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m.
2. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT COMPLIANCE
Public notification of this meeting has been published, posted, and mailed in compliance with the Freedom of Information Act
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
The agenda was approved with no changes.
4. NEW BUSINESS
a. Consideration of an application from the Town of Lexington for accreditation of a course of 2009 Continuing Education Programs covering Current Topics in Land-Use Planning for Town of Lexington staff members and members of the Planning Commission, Board of Zoning Appeals and Board of Appearance.
Dennis Lambries moved to approve and Donna London seconded.  The application was approved for a three year period with the stipulation that if there were any changes in the law, then the program would be updated to reflect those changes.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
b. Consideration of a request for accreditation of the S.C. Urban and Community Forestry Council Trees: A Community of Relationships as an Orientation Program.

Donna London moved to approve and Chris Karres seconded.  It was noted that the program should be a Continuing Education Program, not an Orientation Program.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
c. Consideration of a request for accreditation of the Charleston County Planning Department Kiawah Island Planning Commission Planning & Zoning Training as a Continuing Education Program.

Dennis Lambries moved to approve.  Barry Nocks seconded.  The committee agreed that the Charleston County Planning Department could make adjustments to the program to be more specific for the location of the class.  The application was approved for a three year period with the stipulation that if there were any changes in the law, then the program would be updated to reflect those changes.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
d. Consideration of an application from the S.C. Department of Archives & History/State Historic Preservation Office for Status as Approved Sponsor for Continuing Education programs.
Chris Karres moved to approve.  Donna London seconded.  The committee approved the application for a three year period on the condition that any course offered would enable participants to qualify for three hours of CE credits.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
e. Committee discussion of expectations for program content and level of detail for applications for Continuing Education Programs.

There was a general discussion to share expectations since there are two new members on the Committee.  Early in the formation of the program, a lot of attention was paid to the content of the Orientation Program; since everyone sees that.  But there has been a less strict approach to Continuing Education applications since we are trying to encourage a broad range of offerings to meet the needs of different communities and audiences.

Steve Riley shared with the Committee comments received from Miriam Hair, the new Executive Director of the Municipal Association, in a meeting earlier in the day.  She and her Staff have been meeting with the COG Directors about ways to expand low-cost continuing education opportunities in tough economic times when training budgets are subject to cutbacks.  More meetings will probably be held and Steve may be participating in some of those meetings. 
f. Approval of the proposed meeting schedule for 2009.
Chris Karres moved to approve and Dennis Lambries seconded.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
g. Approval of Minutes for the SCPEAC meetings of July 29, 2008 and October 7, 2008.


Barry Nocks moved to approve the minutes of the July 29, 2008 meeting.  Donna London seconded.  The motion was approved by a vote of 4-0-1.  Chris Karres abstained.

Dennis Lambries moved to approve the minutes of the October 7, 2008 meeting.  Chris Karres seconded.  The motion was approved by a vote of 5-0.
