Statutory Authority:  1976 Code Sections 44-29-180, 59-5-60,

Article 20. Students

43-272.  School Admission.

Synopsis:

This regulation requires submission of birth certificate and evidence of compliance with immunization rules.  This regulation also makes special exceptions for Vietnamese refugees regarding birth certificates. The proposed amendment of this regulation will remove obsolete language related to Vietnamese refugees from the regulation regarding birth certificates.

Instructions:
Replace in its entirety with the following:

Text:

43-272. School Admission.

A.
Kindergarten; Grades 1-6:  Each kindergarten and first grade pupil not previously enrolled shall submit a birth certificate or other documentation to verify a birth record in special situations as allowed by a local board of trustees, and show evidence of compliance with Department of Health and Environmental Control rules and regulations concerning immunization.

B.
Preregistration for Grades 9-12:  Each high school shall develop a preregistration form outlining the courses in which a student may enroll for their entire high school career.

C.
Preregistration for Career Centers:  Each career center shall develop a preregistration form in cooperation with participating high schools which outlines the occupational courses students may take in Grades 9-12.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed amendments.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:

The amendment of this regulation will allow the State Board of Education to remove provisions which are outdated.
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
