Statutory Authority:  1976 Code Sections 59-5-60, 59-5-65(9)

Article 19.  Instructional Programs

Synopsis:
The proposed repeal will increase the flexibility of schools and school districts as allowed under the newly re-authorized Federal legislation, Title I of Public Law 103-382.

Instructions:  This regulation is being repealed in its entirety.

Text:  43-266, Federally Funded Compensatory Education Programs, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the repeal of Regulation 43-266.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:

To allow the State regulation to correspond with the Federal program currently enacted as Title I of Public Law 103-382 rather than Chapter 1 of Public Law 100-297.  Further, the Title I Federal legislation enacted stands solely to impact the State's implementation of the program.
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
