  This regulation will amend Regulation 29-5 by adding two Specialty classifications to cover contractors in construction of wood frame structures that do not come under the building classification that is currently used to test contractors in their ability to construct a building.

  29-5. Permits Not to be Given Prior to taking Require Examinations; Classifications

N. WOOD FRAME STRUCTURES - those who perform framing, roofing, siding or flooring for wood-framed commercial structures for housing livestock, storage or processing.  Such structures are not to be used for habitation or office facilities.  An owner constructing a farm structure of 5000 square feet or less is not required to be a licensed contractor.

Fiscal Impact Statement:

  No additional state funding is requested.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:  

 The Board finds these provisions are necessary to help prevent the construction of large modern farm structures in an ample manner due to the absence of a responsible qualified individual.
