CHAPTER 99


Statutory Authority: 1976 Code Sections 40-43-60 and 40-1-70

Synopsis:
The Board of Pharmacy repealed regulations Regulations 99-1 through 99-14 and 99-16 through 99-42. These regulations are covered in the new Pharmacy Practice Act enacted May 1998 and the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation Engine Act (Section 40-1-10, et seq. of the 1976 Code of Laws of South Carolina, as amended).   Regulation 99-15 is amended to require pharmacists to post their annual renewal certificates in public view.

Instructions:  Repeal Regulations 99-1 through 99-14 and 99-16 through 99-42.  Regulation 99-15 is amended as it appears in the text below.

99-15.  Display of Annual Renewal Certificate.


Any person who is a licensed pharmacist and who has charge of or is employed in a pharmacy or other permitted facility within this State shall display his annual renewal certificate in a conspicuous place in the primary pharmacy or other permitted facility of which he is in charge or in which he is employed, so that the annual renewal certificate is easily and readily observable by the public.
