Whereas, Senator Russell is a former Civitan member and serves on both the Piedmont Foundation Board of the University of South Carolina‑Spartanburg and the SCOPA Board; and

Whereas, he is a private pilot with a multi‑engine fixed‑wing instrument rating; and

Whereas, he is a member of the Episcopal Church of the Advent located in Spartanburg; and

Whereas, Senator Russell is married to the former Jane McCall, and together they are the proud parents of three children; and

Whereas, he has demonstrated vision and leadership while serving in both the South Carolina House of Representatives and the South Carolina Senate, as well as a genuine commitment to serving the needs of all South Carolinians.  Now, therefore,
