Whereas, she is a member of the Gethsemane Association, the State Baptist Convention, and the Progressive National Baptist Convention; and

Whereas, this year marks her forty‑first year of service as Pastor of Mount Olive Baptist Church; and

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina General Assembly would like to publicly recognize this great daughter of South Carolina for her many years of dedicated service to humanity and toward spreading the Gospel throughout this nation.  Now, therefore,
