Notwithstanding any other provision of law, for all nonjudicial offices elected by the General Assembly, no member of the General Assembly may be elected to the office while he is serving in the General Assembly nor may that person be elected to a nonjudicial office for a period of one year after he either:


(1)
ceases to be a member of the General Assembly; or

fails to file for election to the General Assembly in accordance with Section 7‑11‑15.”

A BILL

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 2‑20‑80 SO AS TO PROHIBIT, UNDER CERTAIN CONDITIONS, A MEMBER OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FROM BEING ELECTED TO A NONJUDICIAL OFFICE WHICH IS FILLED BY ELECTION BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:
