The following Bills were read the third time and ordered sent to the House of Representatives:


S. 195 XE "S. 195" \b  -- Senator Martin:  A BILL TO AMEND CHAPTER 25, TITLE 21 OF THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO  NATURAL AND PARENTALLY APPOINTED GUARDIANS, SO AS TO REPEAL SECTIONS 21‑25‑25, 21‑25‑35, 21‑25‑45, AND 21‑25‑55.

S. 372 XE "S. 372" \b  -- Senators Anderson and Glover:  A BILL TO AMEND SECTION 20‑7‑2725, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DAY CARE CENTER EMPLOYMENT, SO AS TO EXEMPT CERTAIN OFFENSES WHICH PROHIBIT AN INDIVIDUAL FROM BEING EMPLOYED AS A DAY CARE WORKER.

S. 373 XE "S. 373" \b  -- Senator Holland:  A BILL TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 7‑1‑25, SO AS TO DEFINE THE WORD RESIDENT FOR VOTING PURPOSES; TO AMEND SECTION 7‑5‑230, RELATING TO BOARDS OF REGISTRATION, SO AS TO PROVIDE A PROCEDURE FOR THE CHALLENGING OF THE QUALIFICATIONS OF AN ELECTOR; AND TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS BY ADDING SECTION 7‑5‑325, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT WRITTEN NOTIFICATION OF A CHANGE OF ADDRESS IS DEEMED GIVEN UNDER OATH.
