A HOUSE RESOLUTION

TO EXTEND THE SUPPORT OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES TO DONNIE MYERS, SOLICITOR FOR THE ELEVENTH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT, AND THANK HIM FOR HIS SERVICE TO THE CRIME VICTIMS OF THIS STATE.

Whereas, Donnie Myers was elected solicitor for the Eleventh Judicial Circuit in 1976 and has served continuously since that date; and

Whereas, during that twenty-four-year tenure, he has been a tireless advocate for crime victims, having prosecuted criminals in almost sixty-eight thousand cases in General Sessions Court and more than nine thousand juvenile cases in Family Court; and
