TO AMEND SECTION 50-9-510, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, SO AS TO INCREASE THE LICENSE FEE FOR A COMBINATION HUNTING AND FISHING LICENSE FROM TWENTY DOLLARS TO TWENTY-FIVE DOLLARS.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Section 50-9-510(3) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:


“(3)
For the privilege of hunting and fishing, including the privilege of hunting big game throughout South Carolina, a resident of the State shall purchase a combination fishing and hunting license for twenty twenty-five dollars, of which two dollars may be retained by the issuing agent.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
