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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

TO REQUEST THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO NAME THE PORTION OF UNITED STATES HIGHWAY 76 IN LAURENS COUNTY FROM ITS INTERSECTION WITH STAGE COACH ROAD TO ITS INTERSECTION WITH SOUTH CAROLINA HIGHWAY 101 THE “DAVID S. TAYLOR, SR. MEMORIAL HIGHWAY”, AND TO INSTALL APPROPRIATE MARKERS OR SIGNS ALONG THIS PORTION OF HIGHWAY CONTAINING THE WORDS “DAVID S. TAYLOR, SR. MEMORIAL HIGHWAY”.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly request the Department of Transportation to name the portion of United States Highway 76 in Laurens County from its intersection with Stage Coach Road to its intersection with South Carolina Highway 101 the “David S.
