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A BILL

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 40‑7‑285 SO AS TO ALLOW COSMETOLOGISTS, ESTHETICIANS, AND MANICURISTS TO PRACTICE IN BARBERSHOPS.


Amend Title To Conform

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Chapter 7, Title 40 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 40‑7‑285.
Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 40‑7‑280 or any other provision of law, a person licensed as a cosmetologist, esthetician, or manicurist pursuant to Chapter 13 may practice, within the scope of practice authorized by the person’s license, in a barbershop registered in accordance with this chapter.”

SECTION
2.
Chapter 13, Title 40 of the 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 40-13-365.
A person licensed as a barber pursuant to Chapter 7 may practice, within the scope of practice authorized by the person’s license, in a salon licensed in accordance with this chapter.”

SECTION
3.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
