A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Whereas, Dr. Norman holds a Bachelor of Science and a Master of Arts degree from Florida State University and a Doctor of Education in Curriculum and Instruction from the University of Tennessee and has been very active in numerous professional organizations and endeavors during her career; and

Whereas, she has worked in many varied capacities including classroom teacher, principal, curriculum coordinator, coordinator of training, publications and regional direction before assuming the duties of her current position; and

Whereas, she has been and will continue to be an effective voice for South Carolina’s children and for a quality education to which they all are entitled; and

Whereas, the members of the General Assembly, by this resolution would like to publicly recognize and thank Jean Norman for all that she’s done on behalf of this State’s students upon the occasion of her retirement as Executive Director of the SC‑SIC.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:
