Whereas, Larry Wells, Sr., was a faithful member of Asbury United Methodist Church and the Masons (Jordan Lodge No. 338), as well as an associate member of Berean Baptist Church in Lovejoy, Georgia; and

Whereas, in addition to his beloved wife of thirty‑seven years and six children, he leaves nineteen grandchildren, seventeen great‑grandchildren, and a host of other relatives and friends; and

Whereas, his loyalty and devotion to his family, his friends, his work, and his country were admired by all who knew him and established him as a pillar of the community. He will be sorely missed. Now, therefore,
