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A BILL

TO REQUIRE THAT ANY MEASURE BY THE PICKENS COUNTY SCHOOL BOARD OF TRUSTEES, RELATING TO THE RAISING OR SPENDING OF REVENUE, MUST RECEIVE THREE READINGS, THAT FIRST READING MAY BE BY TITLE OR DESCRIPTION ONLY, THAT SECOND AND THIRD READING MUST BE APPROVED BY A MAJORITY OF THE BOARD MEMBERS, AND THAT THIRD READING MUST NOT BE CONDUCTED PRIOR TO ONE WEEK FOLLOWING THE DATE OF SECOND READING.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
Any measure by the Pickens County School Board of Trustees, relating to the raising or spending of revenue, must receive three readings on separate days.  The first reading may be by title or description only.  The second and third reading must be approved by a majority of the board members to constitute a reading, and third reading must not be conducted prior to one week following the date of second reading.

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
