Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 61‑6‑1150(4) of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 11 of 2009, is amended to read:

	“(4)	sell at retail no more than three one case, totaling twelve 750‑milliliter bottles of alcoholic liquors to a consumer in one business day;”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
