Cut to the Chase Education Funding Plan

1) Take all state funds currently funding K-12 education (EFA, EIA, Lottery, and General Fund) and add them together. 


2) Divide the state share by 0.7 to compute 100% of the funding number.

3) Use the state wide assessment less owner occupied residential property and set state wide millage rate to fund the 30% local share. All funds will be sent to the state for distribution.  

4) Students count 1.0 for each child and 2.0 for each special ed. child.

5) Take total funds and divide the weighted student count to compute the base student funding rate.

6) Distribute funds based on student count.

The funding guidelines will be set by each school district.
