A JOINT RESOLUTION PROPOSING AN AMENDMENT TO SECTION 34, ARTICLE Ill AND SECTION 7, ARTICLE VI
OF THE CONSTITUTION OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1895, RELATING TO THE PROHIBITION AGAINST SPECIAL LAWS, SO
AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY MAY ENACT SPECIAL LAWS IF THOSE LAWS ARE NECESSARY TO
IMPLEMENT TRADITIONAL STATE FUNCTIONS AS DETERMINED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY, OR CONCERN
CERTAIN ACTIONS REGARDING ENTITIES CREATED BY LEGISLATIVE ENACTMENTS PASSED PRIOR TO MARCH 7,
1973, AND PROVIDE FOR A CHANGE IN THE BOUNDARIES OR SERVICE AREA OF THE ENTITY, CHANGE IN THE
MEMBERSHIP OR COMPOSITION OF THE BOARD GOVERNING THE ENTITY, DISSOLUTION OF THE ENTITY, OR
DEVOLUTION OF ALL POWERS, DUTIES, AND RESPONSIBILITIES THAT AFFECT THE ENTITY UPON THE LOCAL
GOVERNING BODY OF A COUNTY OR MUNICIPALITY.
