A BILL TO AMEND CHAPTER 1, TITLE 17, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO CRIMINAL
PROCEDURES BY ADDING SECTION 17-1-25, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT AN INDIVIDUAL MAY NOT BE TRIED OR
SENTENCED AS A YOUTHFUL OFFENDER IF THE INDIVIDUAL HAS ALLEGEDLY COMMITTED OR BEEN CONVICTED
OF A VIOLENT CRIME, A CLASS A, B, C, OR D FELONY, ASSAULT AND BATTERY OF A HIGH AND AGGRAVATED
NATURE, CRIMINAL SEXUAL CONDUCT IN THE THIRD DEGREE, ASSAULT WITH INTENT TO COMMIT CRIMINAL
SEXUAL CONDUCT IN THE THIRD DEGREE, OR STALKING AND TO PROVIDE THAT AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS
SENTENCED AS A YOUTHFUL OFFENDER, CONTRARY TO THIS SECTION, MUST BE REFERRED TO THE
