Article 11. School District Organization

43-142.  School Year

Synopsis:

This regulation allows districts to report early dismissals for emergencies to the State Department of Education and, if justifiable, districts will not be required to make up time missed.  Districts must still make up full days.  We propose that this regulation be repealed in its entirety because its wording is identical or very similar to a current state statute.  This regulation is not necessary.

Instructions:
Repeal in its entirety.

Text:
R43-142, School Year, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed repeal.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
A regulation should not be a repeat of a statutory provision.  In order to clarify what is statutory and what is regulatory, a number of regulations which only repeat or are very similar to statutory provisions or another State Board of Education regulation should be repealed.
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
