Article 19.  Instructional Program

43-269.  Criteria for the Promotion of Students to the Next Higher Grade

Synopsis:
Currently the State establishes criteria for the promotion and retention of students.  This decision should be made by local districts and schools since they have the best knowledge about individual students.  The proposed repeal of this regulation will allow local schools and districts to develop local policies concerning promotion and retention.

Instructions:  R43-269 is repealed in its entirety.

Text:

R43-269, Criteria for the Promotion of Students to the Next Higher Grade, is hereby repealed.

Fiscal Impact Statement:
The South Carolina Department of Education estimates that there will be no additional costs incurred by the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the proposed repeal of Regulation 43-269.

Statement of Need and Reasonableness:
The proposed repeal of this regulation will give school districts and schools the flexibility to create a learning environment best suited to their students which has as its objective the achievement of high academic learning standards.
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
