R43-52.1.  Effective Date of Credential

Synopsis:


The State Board of Education promulgated amendments to Sub-regulation 43-52.1, Effective Date of Credential.  The regulation will clarify requirements for those individuals seeking a teaching certificate in South Carolina as addressed below:


(1)
The promulgated amendment will provide clarification for the length of time applications will be considered active.


(2)
The promulgated amendment will specify the date required for submitting credential information.


(3)
The promulgated amendment identifies the amended code of laws.

Instructions:  This sub-regulation is being amended and will read as follows.

Text:

R43-52.1.  Effective Date of Credential

The effective date of the credential shall be based upon the date of receipt of the complete certification application and/or request for the additional areas, renewal, or advancement.  An incomplete application will be considered active for a period of six months.  If after six months the applicant has not submitted all required documentation, the application will be destroyed.

If the applicant becomes eligible for an initial credential or a revised class of credential after November 1, the credential will be valid from the date the teacher submitted a complete application with all necessary documentation or the date upon which the teacher completed requirements for the credential provided the application is filed in the Office of Teacher Education, Certification and Evaluation within 45 calendar days after the date on which the teacher completed existing requirements.

2.
If the applicant becomes eligible for an initial credential or a revised class of credential after April 30, the credential will be valid from July 1 of the calendar year that the teacher completed existing requirements, provided the application is completed on or before November 1.

3.
If an applicant holding a graded certificate or warrant qualifies for a Professional Certificate as the result of attaining the minimum qualifying score on the required licensure examination, the effective date of the upgraded credential will begin with the semester following the date of examination.  (Section 59-25-40 of the South Carolina Code of Laws, 1976 as amended).

Fiscal Impact Statement:


The Department of Education estimates that there will be no costs incurred to the State and its political subdivisions in complying with the promulgated regulation.
