Synopsis: 

The State Board of Nursing proposes to add a new regulation 91-1.f. which defines orientation as requiring a temporary permit and/or license to practice nursing in South Carolina.

Instructions: Add new regulation 91.1 f as it appears in the text below to existing regulations.

Text: 
91-1.f.  Definition of Orientation.

Orientation means the introductory instruction into a new practice environment and/or employment situation where being a nurse is a requirement of employment and/or the individual  utilizes the title registered nurse (RN) and/or licensed practical nurse (LPN).
Fiscal Impact Statement: There will be no cost incurred by the State or any political subdivision.
