A SENATE RESOLUTION

TO RECOGNIZE AND HONOR DR. WALTER GAMEWELL “CURLY” WATSON FOR HIS LIFETIME OF SERVICE TO THE MEDICAL PROFESSION AND TO THE STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA.

Whereas, in recognition of his exemplary professionalism and contributions to medicine, his selfless service to other, and the compassion, and kindness he extends to all in his care, the University Hospital honored him by naming its center for women as the W. G. Watson, M.D., Women’s Center; and 

Whereas, his love of life, boundless energy, and uncommonly strong work ethic, are part of his legacy and gift to all who know him, a legacy that still grows as he continues in his practice; and 

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina Senate have great admiration for Dr. Watson, his character, humility, the wisdom he shares with all who make his acquaintance, and the example he sets for all of us to follow.  Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate:
