A SENATE RESOLUTION

IN OBSERVANCE OF BLACK HISTORY MONTH DURING FEBRUARY 1999, THE MEMBERS OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA SENATE RECOGNIZE THE OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE AFRICAN‑AMERICANS THROUGHOUT THE HISTORY OF THE PALMETTO STATE AND NATION AND RECOGNIZE PASTOR WINFORD THOMPSON OF THE HALL HILL BAPTIST CHURCH IN LEXINGTON COUNTY AS THEY GATHER IN UNITY AND IN THE SPIRIT OF LOVE ON SUNDAY, FEBRUARY 7, 1999.
