Whereas, Mrs. Price has spent much of her life developing the minds of the youth of Sumter County teaching elementary school at Rimini and at Goodwill Parochial School; she later served as the Principal of Chandler School and taught at Stonehill for twenty‑two years; during her years as a teacher, Mrs. Price also gave of her time as a girls’ basketball coach; and she finally ended her teaching career at Crosswell Drive Elementary School when she retired in 1975; and 

Whereas, Mrs. Ethel Price has devoted her time and talents to many civic organizations, serving as an officer of the Mary McLeod Bethune branches of the YWCA and the National Council of Negro Women; and she is also a life member and executive board member of the Sumter County branch of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People; and

Whereas, Mrs. Price’s years of dutiful service to the people of Sumter County has been recognized through her awards from groups including the Boy Scouts, the YWCA, and Morris College.  She was also honored by receiving the distinguished NAACP Humanitarian Service Award; and

Whereas, Mrs. Ethel Price has been a long‑time member of First Baptist Missionary Church, where she served as a Sunday school teacher, a senior choir member, and a member of the Missionary Society; and

Whereas, Mrs. Ethel Neely Price’s tireless devotion provides a positive role model and example of service for all of her peers to emulate.  Now, therefore,
