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A BILL

TO AMEND THE CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, BY ADDING SECTION 1‑3‑60 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT “EXTRAORDINARY OCCASIONS” FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE GOVERNOR CONVENING THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY IN EXTRA SESSION DO NOT INCLUDE THE LACK OF ENACTMENT OF A SPECIFIC PIECE OF LEGISLATION.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION
1.
The 1976 Code is amended by adding:


“Section 1‑3‑60.
For purposes of the Governor convening the General Assembly in extra session, pursuant to Article IV, Section 19 of the South Carolina Constitution, ‘extraordinary occasions’ do not include the lack of enactment of a specific piece of legislation.”

SECTION
2.
This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
