Whereas, Mr. Jordan demonstrates leadership potential by taking the initiative to correct problems and make improvements to provide for a positive work environment.  He was recognized for his leadership in 2000 with the Correctional Officer of the Year Award; and

Whereas, Sterling Jordan previously served in the United States Navy where he received numerous decorations, medals, badges, and ribbons before being honorably discharged; and

Whereas, Sterling Jordan is a proven leader among the officers at the Watkins Pre‑Release Center, and the General Assembly is pleased to recognize him for his accomplishments.  Now, therefore,
