R. 347, S. 852 -- Senator McGill:  AN ACT TO AMEND SECTIONS 9‑1‑10 AND 9‑11‑10, BOTH AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DEFINITIONS UNDER THE SOUTH CAROLINA RETIREMENT SYSTEM AND THE POLICE OFFICERS RETIREMENT SYSTEM, RESPECTIVELY, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE DEFINITION OF “PUBLIC SERVICE” INCLUDES PAID SERVICE RENDERED AS AN EMPLOYEE OF A POSTSECONDARY PUBLIC TECHNICAL COLLEGE OR PUBLIC JUNIOR COLLEGE, OR A PUBLIC FOUR‑YEAR OR POSTGRADUATE INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION, WHILE THE MEMBER WAS A STUDENT AT THAT INSTITUTION AND TO AMEND  SECTIONS 9‑1‑1020, AND 9‑11‑210, BOTH A AMENDED, RELATING TO MEMBER CONTRIBUTIONS FOR PURPOSES OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA RETIREMENT SYSTEM AND THE SOUTH CAROLINA POLICE OFFICERS RETIREMENT SYSTEM, SO AS TO CLARIFY THE CONTRIBUTION REQUIREMENTS ON UNUSED ANNUAL LEAVE AND THE USE OF SUCH PAYMENTS IN CALCULATING AVERAGE FINAL COMPENSATION.
