TO ADD SECTION 23-3-1100, SO AS TO REQUIRE THAT ALL JAILS OF THIS STATE OR ITS COUNTIES OR MUNICIPALITIES MUST MAKE A REASONABLE EFFORT TO DETERMINE WHETHER ANY PERSON CHARGED WITH A FELONY OR DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE IS LAWFULLY PRESENT IN THE UNITED STATES, TO MAKE SUCH VERIFICATION WITHIN 72 HOURS OF CONFINEMENT, TO NOTIFY THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY IF A PERSON IS NOT LAWFULLY IN THE UNITED STATES, AND TO REQUIRE THE STATE LAW ENFORCEMENT DIVISION TO PROMULGATE REGULATIONS TO COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION; TO ADD SECTION 39-5-37, SO AS TO PROVIDE A CIVIL CAUSE OF ACTION TO ANY PERSON WHO IS TERMINATED BY AN EMPLOYER IF THE PURPOSE FOR DISCHARGE WAS TO REPLACE THE WORKER WITH ANOTHER PERSON WHO THE EMPLOYER KNEW OR SHOULD HAVE KNOWN WAS NOT LAWFULLY ADMITTED TO THE UNITED STATES, OR NOT AUTHORIZED TO WORK IN THE UNITED STATES, AND TO PROVIDE AN EXEMPTION FOR ANY EMPLOYER WHO CONFIRMS A WORKER'S STATUS THROUGH THE FEDERAL WORK AUTHORIZATION PROGRAM; Whereas, Lieutenant General Henry Doctor, Jr., was born on August 23, 1932, in Berkeley County, the son of the late Henry Doctor, Sr., and Annie Aiken Doctor, and died on December 7, 2007; and

Whereas, he grew up in a Christian home on his family’s farm in the Town of Oakley; and

Whereas, he met his wife, the former Janie Manigault, while in high school and together they were blessed with four children, five grandchildren, and one great-grandchild; and

Whereas, Lieutenant General Doctor received a Bachelor of Science Degree from South Carolina State University, and a Master of Arts Degree from Georgia State University; and

Whereas, upon receiving his undergraduate degree, he was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in the United States Army, and completed thirty‑five years of service defending the freedom of his country; and

Whereas, while a member of the United States Army, he held leadership positions at all levels within the Department of Army and retired with the rank of Lieutenant General; and

Whereas, Lieutenant General Doctor received an Honorary Doctorate of Laws Degree from South Carolina State University and an Honorary Doctor of Military Science Degree from The Citadel; and 

Whereas, he was a member of Greater Little Zion Baptist Church in Fairfax, Virginia where he served as Chairman of the Deacon Ministry for five years; and

Whereas, it is fitting and proper for the members of the General Assembly to recognize the many contributions that this son of South Carolina made to this State and our nation by naming a portion of Old United States Highway 52 in Berkeley County in his honor.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly request that the Department of Transportation name the portion of Old United States Highway 52 from its intersection with the Moncks Corner City Limits southward to its intersection with New United States Highway 52 in Berkeley County the “Lieutenant General Henry Doctor, Jr. Memorial Highway” and erect appropriate markers or signs along this portion of highway that contain the words “Lieutenant General Henry Doctor, Jr. Memorial Highway”.

That the members of the General Assembly request that the Department of Transportation name the interchange located at Exit 37 along Interstate Highway 385 in Greenville County the “Wilkins Norwood Interchange” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this interchange that contain the words “Wilkins Norwood Interchange”.

Be it further resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Department of Transportation.
