Whereas, drum major Travis Broom led the marching band in precise movements on the field throughout the year and in the State Championship competition; and

Whereas, the members of the Silver Bluff marching band have brought recognition to their school and to the State of South Carolina through their diligence and through the pursuit of excellence in their musical skills and talents.  Now, therefore,
