Whereas, Florence Christian’s Robbie Jordan completed a 16‑yard touchdown pass to Ethan Kelly, slapping another touchdown on the lead before the teams took to the lockers for halftime; and

Whereas, both teams blanked the third quarter, and in the fourth quarter Eli Brayboy took a handoff and raced yet another 23 yards for a final score, sealing the Eagles’ 49‑6 victory; and

Whereas, in a sport that demands strength, expertise, and determination, Head Coach Neil Minton and his skilled coaching staff utilized their own athletic ability and training to forge a championship‑caliber team and teach these athletes lessons that will prove invaluable through life both on and off the gridiron; and
