TO RECOGNIZE AND commend Michele Welton, a music teacher In York School District 1, UPON THE OCCASION OF HER RETIREMENT AFTER thirty-eight YEARS As an EXEMPLARY educator, AND TO WISH HER lasting success and pleasure in all her future undertakings.

She sought to teach in YSD1 because choral music in York has always had high standards and emphasizes music literacy as the best way to teach young people how to become musicians; and
