In addition to a first state wrestling title, the win gave the Cyclones their first team title for any sport at the school since 2018 and only the second title in any boys sport in the past sixty-three years; and

Coach Jensen has been at the program’s helm for eight years, and the program has consistently grown and has five straight region championships to its credit. Further, the team has gotten close to the top the last two years and has enjoyed success while undergoing some minor rebuilds. Moving current team members up to varsity as youngsters has made a big difference, as has the advantage of having competitive wrestlers in every weight class; and
