[bookmark: ns_T44C63N140_0e51856b0][bookmark: ss_T44C63N140S6_lv1_c4159a4df]	(6) Notwithstanding any other provision in this section, a person seventy years of age or older who was born in the State of South Carolina and who has had his original certificate of birth sealed due to an adoption may, upon written request to the State Registrar, receive a copy of his original birth certificate and any evidence of the adoption held with the original record, regardless of the date on which the adoption was finalized.
