This bill will have no expenditure impact for the House of Representatives (House) or the

Senate. Currently, members of the center’s advisory council are not entitled to mileage, per diem,
or any other form of compensation. However, House and Senate members may receive
reimbursements at the discretion of the Speaker of the House and President of the Senate,
respectively. The House and Senate have indicated that, if any reimbursements are deemed
appropriate, these expenses can be managed within current House or Senate appropriations.

Additionally, this bill will have no expenditure impact for The Department of Aging (Aging), as
the agency indicates that this bill does not alter the receptibilities of the agency.
